Federal Government Funding to schools

Part of the National Schools Pride money has
been spent upgrading the staffroom and the
remaining money will probably be spent partially
on ICT / Computer technologies for students and
on the landscaping at the front of the school.
Costs are still being worked out.

The Schools of the 21* Century new learning
neighbourhood centre comprising 4 learning
areas and a multi-media space will commence
sometime during this term. Tenders and
Department of Education approval are still
being processed.

Considerations for 2010 classes

When developing individual classes each year,
teachers consider a number of factors
including academic ability, special skills and
talents, social competencies, gender, students
who work well together, those who may not
work well together and friendship groupings.
While the students are consulted about current
friendships, it is only one of the criteria
considered because ‘building new
relationships’ is also part of our education
process and an important skill for students to
develop. The placement of students for the
coming year is a complex process where
teachers put great thought and sensitivity into
their planning. They discuss, reflect and review
their decisions over a period of time.

If students have any learning or social needs to
be considered when placing them in classes
for 2010, parents can write a letter addressed
to the Principal stating their needs and
requests for consideration. Parents are not
able to request specific teachers. The closing
date for these considerations is: Friday 6
November. Requests received after this date
are not able to be considered.

Please notify the school office if your child will
not be returning to Milgate Primary school in
2010 as this assists us with our planning for
classes next year. Thank you for your
assistance.

School Student payments for 2010
Students will receive notices in October /
November in regard to payments for student
book packs, resources and classroom
requisites for 2010. These can be paid prior to
the end of the year on book selling days during
December. There will be a slight increase from
2009 due to increasing costs.

NAPLAN tests

The NAPLAN tests in Maths and Literacy are
conducted in all schools across Australia in Years
3,5,7 and 9. Parents of students in Years 3 and 5
received their individual child’s results at the end
of Term 3. The school receives the NAPLAN data
for all our students and as a result of analysing
this data; we celebrate the areas of achievement
and use the data to focus on areas for
improvement. Our students in Years 3 and 5
performed above the state benchmarks in most
areas which is an excellent achievement. In 2008
one area for improvement identified from the
NAPLAN was paragraphing. As a result of this one
of the focuses in the learning program has been
paragraphing and the NAPLAN results for this
year have shown a significant improvement in this
area. Well done to everyone.

Mathletics

Mathletics is used across the school in all year
levels as a resource to enhance the Maths
learning program. Students can access Mathletics
at home and teachers can set learning tasks at
each students learning level. It comprises
competitions, learning tasks and challenges,
curriculum planning for teachers and other
interactive resources. Teachers can monitor the
students’ progress and parents can also see their

child’s progress. Many students are enjoying
using Mathletics both at home and at school.
The school has currently funded the Mathletics
for all students. It costs the school $10 per
student per year and we have also accessed
some Federal Government Funding for 2009.
However, in the next year the school will be
required to pay the $10 per student and this
will be incorporated in the students’ yearly
fees.
