Welcome

Welcome back to all returning students and
their families. And a special welcome to all
new members of the Milgate Primary School
community.

School Council Elections

This year we have five Councillors retiring — 3
parent members and 2 Department of
Education & Early Childhood Development
(DEECD) employees. The staff have already
elected one member — one more to come.
We now seek nominations from 3 interested
parents!

We find that many parents are interested in
nominating, but are not sure what they are
getting themselves into, how much time is
involved - and so on. Particularly those with
job/business commitments, issues of time are
important considerations. (But we need a few
of these people to lend their expertise and
business acumen to the Council!) So my first
WHAM article for the year attempts to explain
some of the key aspects of being a School
Council Member.

Firstly, what is the role of the Council?

In principle, School Council sets the policy of
the school; the Principal and staff implement
the policy. At Milgate, the Council team
operates as a partnership.

Formally, the major role and responsibilities
of councils include:

Representing the school and its community
in reaching agreement with the
Department (DEECD) on the school
charter / strategic plan

Determining the education policy, goals and
priorities of the school within the
framework of the school charter /
strategic plan and  statewide
guidelines

Approving the school budget, which includes
locally-raised funds, consistent with
the school charter / strategic plan

Entering into contracts for purposes
consistent with the school charter /
strategic plan, to carry out necessary
works or services

Maintaining and improving buildings and
grounds

Reporting annually to the school community
and to the Department

Making a recommendation to the Department
on the appointment of a school
principal

Authorising the employment of non-teaching
staff and any staff for short term
purposes, through budget approval.
(Council  approves  non-teaching
position statements, and on the
recommendation of the principal,
approves appointment.)
school camps and adventure activities
/excursions

Developing the school student dress code
and the school student code of
conduct within Department guidelines

Stimulating interest in the school generally.

Council membership incorporates:

7 elected parent members

3 elected DEECD employee members
Principal (as Executive Officer)

Up to 2 co-opted Community
members.

A majority of Councillors
in attendance at Council
meetings must be non
DEECD members.
Meetings are held on
the third Monday of
each term month (ie 8
meetings this  year).
DEECD guidelines require at least two
meetings per term. Meetings commence at
7.30 pm and finish no later than 9.30pm.

Council is supported by a number of sub-
committees, each chaired by a Council
member:

1 Finance

1 Education

1 Facilities Management (Grounds &

Maintenance)

9 Outside School Hours Care

1 Parents & Friends.

We have an expectation that each Council
member will participate in at least one sub-
committee and prepare adequately for each
meeting. Normally, sub-committees meet in
the week preceding the coming Council
meeting. Sub-committees report to the full
Council at each meeting.

Our Council generally arrives at its decisions
by consensus.



The School Council is a separate legal entity
from its members, and although responsible
for its actions/decisions, the Council and its
members are indemnified by the DEECD
Minister. A set of Council Operating
Procedures, which is reviewed annually by
Council, is available from the Principal. It
outlines the Council’'s composition, structure
and procedures.

Although | am not standing for re-election to
Council myself, nevertheless | would be
pleased to discuss the functions and
operations of council with any parent
considering standing for election. Let Jan
Marinakos know so | can contact you.

2009 Parent Contributions

You will have received your account for your
‘Parent Contributions’. Please appreciate
that the parent contributions (plus the annual
maintenance levy payable in lieu of coming to
a working bee) are important elements of the
annual budget. And compared to the fees
associated with pre-schools and kinders, our
fees are quite modest. Thanks to those
families who make their contributions on time.
(Unfortunately, last year our revenue fell short
by approximately $36,000 due to non-
payment by some families of these fees! This
represents three interactive whiteboards we
are not able to provide to our classrooms.)

Your Parent Contributions are now due. |If
you are experiencing difficulties with making
payments, please talk (confidentially) with our
Principal. Otherwise, so we won't be
pestering you for payments — please make a
note to forward payments to the school.

Milgate Primary School is committed to
providing the best educational experience
possible for our children and this income is
vital — thanks for supporting us.

Finally, as this is my last WHAM article as
President, may | take this opportunity to thank
all council members, staff and parents who,
over the years, have made such a valuable
contribution to our kids’ school.

Education Maintenance Allowance

The Education Maintenance Allowance
(EMA) is provided to assist eligible families
with the costs associated with the education

of their children. To be eligible for receipt of
the EMA you must:
1 Be either a parent or guardian of a
primary school student and

1 Be an eligible beneficiary of a
Centrelink pension, allowance or
benefit.

Consequently parents are able to claim EMA
if they have a valid Health Care Card or
Pension Card. The eligibility criteria must be
met as at the first day of Term 1 (28 January
2009). The application form must be
submitted to school by 27 February and no
late applications can be accepted.

The EMA provides an annual amount of $221
for primary students and is paid in two
instalments.

Commencing in 2009, the Department of
Education will introduce a new payment
option for parents. Parents will have the
option to receive the 50% parent portion
directly into the parent's nominated bank
account or as a cheque payment.

Application forms are available from the
school office.
