FROM THE PRINCIPAL 
Many of you will be aware that as part of the 
Commonwealth Government„s recently released 
stimulus package, the Commonwealth has 
committed $14.7 billion over the next 3 years to 
Australian schools. Titled Building the Education 
Revolution (BER), the investment aims to help 
meet the needs of students in the 21st century 
and of course further stimulate the economy.  
There are 3 key elements and two of them have 
a direct impact on primary schools. 
 
1. Primary Schools for the 21st Century is a 
$12.4 billion project dedicated to building and 
refurbishing large scale infrastructure in primary 
schools.  Funding for this is based on enrolments 
and Milgate with 604 students is potentially 
entitled to the highest level of funding - up to $3 
million. 
 
2. National Schools Pride Program is a $1.3 
billion dollar project to refurbish and renew 
existing infrastructure in all school.  Our 
entitlement is $200 000. 
 
Regional Network Leaders are leading 
consultation with school communities and will be 
taking a whole of network approach to help 
determine infrastructure needs within a network. 
Funding for primary schools will be provided for 
the construction of new facilities which may 
include: 

 New libraries 

 New multipurpose halls (eg: 
gymnasiums, indoor sporting centre, 
assembly areas or covered outdoor 
learning areas) 

 Refurbishment of existing facilities 
 
I am very excited by these initiatives and 
School Council and staff have already held 
conversations as to how best to use our 
funding. 
The timeline for the applications is very short 
and building needs to be completed within 18 
months. 
So exciting times ahead for Milgate!!!

GRAHAM BRADDOCK – ‘HOW TO DRAW 
TO (ANIMALS) REALLY WELL’ 
WORKSHOPS 
On Thursday 12th March, Level 3 students 
enjoyed participating in an Art Incursion – a 
special, double-session of art and workshop 
taken by Graham Braddock. Graham is a 
New Zealand Artist who has taken thousands 
of workshops, teaching students “How to 
draw really well” and has been on a short visit 
to Australia to offer his expertise. 
Graham taught a mixture of Year 3 & 4 
classes on how to draw a select type of 
animal using a step-by-step process, while he 
also gave many easy to remember, practical 
tips along the way. Students looked at a large 
projected image of the animal they were 
drawing, so they could observe its qualities 
and characteristics. This is was while Graham 
continuously demonstrated and modelled 
what students were to draw by drawing his 
own version of the animal in large-scale, 
throughout the workshop. The grades that 
attended the first workshop enjoyed drawing 
a rabbit, the second workshop drew a deer, 
and the third workshop, a possum. 
Students learnt how to draw the animal using 
guidelines and exercising drawing 
techniques. More specifically, they learnt how 
to draw it in proportion, using shapes, tone 
and texture. Using their learnt techniques, 
students were able to produce a fantastic, 
detailed and interesting drawing that they 
were extremely proud of. Graham also 
revealed to students that ñDrawing is 
MATHS!ò Students were both shocked and 
excited to hear this.

Graham to be very engaging (and humorous). 
He shared his own experiences of drawing 
when he was their age, for example, starting 
off a picture, only to find that he ran out of 
room and was running off the page! He said 
he wished he had the same information and 
guidelines when he was their age.
