MARHLETICK i ds 6 activity

The students at Milgate will soon be using
Mathletics which is a web based learning
program that integrates home and school
learning via the internet. Mathletics covers
Prep i Year 12 Australian Maths Curriculum
and is currently used in over 1300 Australian
schools. The benefits of Mathletics include:
students are engaged and motivated to learn,
Mathletics responds to each individual
st udent &g nedds andnstudents can
access it at both school and home. Each
student has a user name and password for
access to the learning program. Students will
soon be given their passwords and parents will
receive a letter giving further details of the

program. The cost of this program is subsidised by
the Federal Government and the school will be
paying $4,700.

STUDENT SUPPLIES and BOOK PACKS

This year we will be introducing a new system for
purchasing of student books and stationery for
2010. Previously all student books and stationery
have been purchased as a bulk order and
distributed to students at the beginning of the year.
To streamline the process, at the end of this year
in December, parents will be asked to pay the
student school fees and they will receive a book
pack of alll t he
for 2010. These will be taken home, labelled,
covered and then be brought to school by the
students at the beginning of 2010. The student
fees will also cover teaching and learning
resources for the year such as: ICT, art supplies,
etc. Further information will be sent out later in the
year in regard to this.

PARENT SURVEYS

Each year the Department of Education sends out
an anonymous Parent Survey to a random
selection of families at each school. The data from
this survey is then collated and returned to each
school for feedback and future planning. The
Parent Survey will be sent out on Monday 24"
August to be returned by Friday 29™ August. If you
have been selected please complete the survey
and return it to the school as we value your
feedback. The students in Years 5 and 6 and the
staff also complete surveys each year and all of
these are analysed and strategies pout in place
each year to address the areas for improvement.

These recommendations will then form part of
the new four year school strategic plan setting
the future directions for teaching and learning
at Milgate. The strategic plan will be written
during Term 4.
